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San José Spotlight is an award-winning
nonprofit newsroom dedicated to
fearless journalism that disrupts the
status quo, uplifts marginalized voices,
holds power to account, and paves the
way for change.



It is hard to believe it has been five years
since we started San José Spotlight -- with
just an idea in our living room and a modest
savings account.

What began as a dream is now a nationally-
recognized newsroom with 11 full-time
employees, a $1.1 million budget and more
than two dozen prestigious journalism
awards. San José Spotlight has not only
staked its place in Silicon Valley, it has
become a national leader in the nonprofit
news industry on the forefront of a
movement to rebuild local news.

For years, as San Jose locals, we heard
neighbors, friends, colleagues – pretty much
anyone we met – complain about a lack of
local news in San Jose. This city of a million
residents saw its legacy newspaper fall victim
to a vulture hedge fund that’s gutted
American newspapers around the country –
and here at home.

We decided to do something about the local
news crisis in our hometown. We quit our
full-time jobs in Las Vegas and moved back
to the Bay Area to launch San José Spotlight.
We lived off savings for six months. We
heard whispers from detractors about how
we’d never make it.

Thank goodness we did not listen. And thank
goodness our incredible San Jose community
stood with us. It is thanks to you – and your
generous support – that we’ve sustained our
impactful journalism for more than five years
and even expanded to cities like Cupertino,
Sunnyvale, Santa Clara, Campbell, and Los
Gatos.

Does that mean you will like everything we
write? No. You are not supposed to. 

But it does mean we will ask tough questions,
expose wrongdoing and injustice, fight for
public records and government transparency,
demand solutions to the region’s problems
and ensure everyone has a seat at the table
when it comes to local policymaking.

People tell us they voted for the first time,
learned how to watch a government meeting
and voice their concerns, or how to follow
the money in campaigns because of our
reporting. 

So what is next? We are working on an
ambitious plan to expand our newsroom and
hire additional reporters to deepen our
reporting in San Jose and the greater South
Bay. Here’s to five years – we could not do it
without you. Now, we hope you will stand
with us for the next five years and beyond.

Readers see San José Spotlight as a newsroom powered by the
people it serves; a newsroom that relentlessly searches for truth,
asks the tough questions and responds to their information needs
with deeply reported, public service journalism.
